 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Model Language for a Local Smoke-Free Ordinance: Summary and Considerations
Background: the Colorado Clean Indoor Air Act is a good law which protects most workers. Some jurisdictions have enacted additional policies/procedures and/or ordinances which have addressed areas of the law to strengthen/simplify enforcement or to respond to new research showing additional risks of smoke exposure (i.e., outdoor exposure).  The following summarizes some of the areas of the law that may be strengthened through policy or ordinance implementation. This is being provided for discussion and consideration, only.   

	Smoke-Free Law Area
	Ideas for actions to address
	Consideration(s)

	Cigar bars: the CCIAA allows exemption for those operating as required as of 12/31/05 
	-Model ordinance removes this exemption. Would require cigar bars to allow smoking only outside as per local/State law, thereby increasing protection of workers and patrons.

-adding clarifying language to put the burden of proof for qualifying for the exemption on the proprietor (i.e., registering as a cigar bar, submitting to audits, etc.).

-adding clarifying language which removes non-cigar tobacco products from the definition of cigar bar, so that only “true” cigar bars are exempted; clarifying/quantifying other aspects of the definition of cigar bar,

Other: 
	-this is the simplest solution; in jurisdictions with cigar bars, there would likely be opposition; some Veterans’ clubs claim to be cigar bars.

-local infrastructure (staff, time, internal processes) are needed to support this function.

-consider how/if some of this can be done as policy/procedure change rather than through local ordinance. 

Other:

	Tobacco retail stores and hookah “bars”. Hookah bars may be proliferating in some communities, as they fall under the “tobacco retail” store definition of the CCIAA. This exemption has also resulted in issues of smoke drift into adjacent units, as these stores are frequently in “strip malls” 
	-Model ordinance removes the exemption at the local level, making tobacco retail stores (including hookah bars) smoke-free to protect workers/patrons.

- add clarifying language to limit the use of this area of the law to true tobacco retail stores and reduce the proliferation of hookah bars (i.e., see Ft. Collins ordinance language)

-adding language which stipulates that tobacco retail stores must be in free standing buildings, and part of multiple unit structures.

Other:





	-simplest and not unprecedented; there would likely be opposition.

- some opposition may exist if your area has hookah bars.  May garner support from other business owners to assist.

-consider “grandfathering in” some stores.

Other: assure that the hookah bar is not preparing/serving food or beverages using ice makers; this is against the policy of the Environmental Health Division’s Consumer Protection Program at JCDHE.

	Enclosed areas definition - allowing for “partially”  enclosed patio areas where smoking can occur
	-Model ordinance provides improved language; could also remove the exemption (see Arvada’s local law)

-add clarifying language specifying what type/dimensions of structures could be allowed where smoking could occur

Other:
	-simplest to prohibit smoking on any patio area.

-important to assure workers do not have to work in/service these areas.

Other

	Entranceway perimeter stipulation - CCIAA stipulates “the (one) main entrance”, allowing multiple entrances to have no smoke-free zone; signage is NOT required by the CCIAA

	-See Model ordinance; adding language to include all entrances, intake vents, etc., to assure that smoke is not easily pulled back into the building

-extending the perimeter (Lakewood and Arvada have 25 smoke-free perimeter zones)

-add signage requirements.

Other:
	-in some communities the zone stipulation is not easily enforced; may work to include “smoking designated areas” in downtown or dense retail areas

-this is supported by airflow dynamics and new research on the risks of outdoor exposure.

-this could help reduce many complaints
